2. An updated letter to residents who have not installed their meters by August 
1, 2026, will be sent to explain the penalties that will be applied to their 
accounts, as well as future actions such as turning off the water, if not in 
compliance. Joe Bryant made the motion to approve the letter with the 
changes above.

3. Future billing for metered water will be discussed more as the 2026-2027 
fiscal budget is drafted.

The work to collect this 
information will not affect service.
